CONSERVATION REPORT

Joe Bania

For those of you who were unable to attend
the general meeting on Feb 14, the highlight
of the past month in conservation (other than
the activities of the Egg Raising Committee)
was Robert Naegle’s participation in the
release of of 30,000 baby chinook salmon in
Auburn Creek Ravine. Bob went out to assist
in publicity of release of the fish and ended
up providing quite a bit of physical
assistance to the Dept. of Fish and Game
(DFG) in carrying the fish to the water and
dumping them in. Only a few fish failed to
survive the trip from the hatchery to the
water. Hopefully, the majority will make it
to the ocean where they will grow up to
return in future years.

Because of the extended drought, the trap and
transport program ' mentioned in the last
newsletter has been cancelled for 1991. The
fish biologists stated that the water quality
would be too poor later in the spring to
ensure sufficient survival in Auburn Creek
Ravine, especially with water level being
reduced due to diversions for agriculture;
that is one of the reasons the salmon were
released this month. We hope next year will
be better so the baby fish can spend some
time in the area and become "imprinted"
before they swim to the ocean, thus ©
increasing the probability of their return to
the area as adults and re-establishing a
salmon population here.

On Feb 21, DFG leaders from the state met to
discuss program needs. Among the discussion
were plans for re-establishing fish
populations after the drought. The drought of
the mid-1970’s severely impacted many good
fishing areas and attempts to improve those
fisheries proved impractical. We should be
hearing more about how private/volunteer,
organizations like ours can help once the’
drought is over.
