Conservation cont’'d

Today, the Walker and Parker Creek’s restoration work
has been completed. It is hoped the Lee Vining and Rush
Creeks will not be delayed much longer. "These
fisheries were very productive, rapid, trout streanms,
flanked by dense riparian cover... The stream shows
abundant white-water, short pools, extensive gravels,
and some boulders" per Eldon Vestal, a Fish and Game
employee who testified in court.

If you fished these areas then and remember what it was
like your information is needed about the way it was
before diversions drastically changed the ecology. It
will be used in preparing reports for the State Water
Resources Control Report.

Conservation Reporxrt

More and more articles are being written about the
plight of the fisheries in California. People are
becoming ever more aware of the problems through
education. This state is faced with an even more
fundamental problem, with five dry winters and an
unstoppable urban growth...that of water. Where will we
get enough water to support our fisheries, for domestic
use, and to fill the needs of agriculture? Water will
become more precious than gold in the 90’s. We are
truly running out of this precious commodity. A
thorough investigation has to take place regarding the
allocation of water...who has top priority? Will it be
agriculture, urban development, our fisheries, or ..?

"Public Trust” has been violated for more than 50 years
by Los Angeles Department of Water and Power (LAPWD),
by diverting water south from Mono Lake to Los Angeles.
As a result of a recent court decision, the "Public
Trust” has been upheld with LAPWD being forced to
maintain water in Mono Lake at 6377 feet!

Walker, Parker, Lee Vining and Rush Creeks all
benefitted by this ruling that court-mandated minimum
flows must be maintained to protect the fisheries. The
50 year drought created by LAPWD diversions have killed
off the fisheries and natural vegetation along these
streams. They were ordered to restore the streambed
along these streams. They were ordered to restore the
streambed and banks to their original conditions. With
much argument in court, LAPWD contended that little
actual factual evidence existed prior to 1941 on the
conditions of the streams, many individuals have come
forward to prove them wrong.

FLYTYER?”S CORNER

We are very fortunate to live close to the American
River drainage, with it’s superb canyons and streams.
Within an hour’s drive from the clubhouse, there are
numerous hiking trails, many of which lead to one of
the three forks of the American River, and/or their
feeder streams and tributaries. Just take out your U.S.
Forest maps of the Tahoe and El1 Dorado National

Forests, and look closely at the streams, tracing them

back to their headwaters. While these maps do not show
topographical information, they do identify the trails
which provide access to areas where few, il any, people
go to find what I term "canyon crashing" trout fishing.

While these trails vary in their degree of difficulty,
there is "something for everyone". Because the USFS
maps do not contain topographical information, locating
a trail on one of them is not the end of the inquiry.
You’ll have to obtain the corresponding USGS
topographical maps in order to determine the nature of
the terrain and the degree of difficulty. Another
gsource of this information would be reference books,
such as "Sierra North, 100 Backcountry Trips" by Karl
Schwenke and Thomas Winnett, published by Wilderness
Press, Berkeley.

We currently have scheduled a Fishout on June 14 at
Fordyce Creek. This is a hike-in trip, to a small (most
of the time) freestone stream of astounding beauty,
localed in a lovely canyon. There are a number of
access points, the trails to which vary in difficulty.
We will select the route at a later date. It will
involve wading directly up the stream (waders not
required).
